Put simply. landscape architects plan. design and manage the landscape. Landscape
architecture is an aesthetically based profession founded on an understanding of the
landscape. That understanding requires knowledge of the land sciences, geology. soils,
hydrology, botany, horticulture and ecology, and also of biology. chemistry and physics.
Landscape architecture grew out of garden design. and indeed landscape architecture
and garden design continue to be linked. The critical difference between the two is that
gardens tend to be enclosed and to be designed for the private individual, whereas
landscape architecture is concerned with open space, the public realm, and the
relationship between mankind’s development activities and the natural environment.
Landscape architecture is concerned with the public good. with community values and
with human development and its impact on the land. The scale of landscape planning
may be regional or even national: landscape architects can design whole new
agricultural landscapes and forests. Landscape embraces the townscape and hence
landscape architecture is also concerned with urban design. While its origins are in
design, certain forms of landscape architecture practice are planning and management
based. In some areas such as parks and gardens there can be an overlap between garden
design and landscape architecture. If landscape architecture grew out of landscape
gardening and was primarily a matter of aesthetics in the nineteenth century, in the
twentieth century it became more ecologically focused. In the twenty-first century it has
developed again. to become increasingly concerned with sustainability. It now deals
with issues such as climate change and biodiversity — while, of course, continuing to
address visual matters. It is an applied art based on scientific understanding.

The early mosques were large halls with many slender columns supporting their roofs.
These halls occupied one side of a courtyard. and were entered by doors in the long
walls. Domes mark tombs rather than mosques; indeed. it is said that no mosque that
was not at least intended to contain a tomb ever had a dome. This custom of building
domed tombs must have been taken over from the Roman and Christian tradition. The
Cairo domes are of stone. brick. or clay. Those of stone are usually carved into chevron
patterns or even bold arabesque ornamentation. The brick domes are constructed in level
courses without shaping the bricks, the true form being obtained in the plastering. Some
of these are broken on the outside into a series of big rolls, diminishing upwards to the
center. Large mud domes were strengthened by a skeleton of rough timbers. Several
ruined domes at Cairo which seem to date from about 1200 have "lanterns" on the top
pierced with windows and covered by smaller cupolas. Here we get the type of the
Renaissance dome. Probably the leaded domes of St. Mark's, Venice, were suggested
from Arab domes of this kind. Some of the Cairo domes are buill in two shells with
webs of wall between the two. like Brunelleschi's dome in Florence.

How does a designer arrive at his choice of form? What are the factors that influence
the spatial image, size. scale and rhythm of the building mass. the spatial arrangement.
the choice of color and materials? And most ol all. to what extent does form follow from
the requirements imposed by the intended use? Many different answers have been given
to this question over the course of time, some based on theoretical considerations — often
also based on a personal attitude and influenced by the spirit of the age. It is rather
difficult to address these issues as it takes a rapid journey through history and requires
the views of a number of different architects. We will realize that the final form of a
building is the result of a complex decision-making process in which many factors play
a part. It is almost universally agreed that the form of a building must be sufficiently
well suited to the building’s anticipated use. It would be horrible to live in a room that
is 2 meters wide and 20 meters long, and very unpleasant to have to work in a building
with no natural light. Some people even argue that form is completely determined by
function. i.e. form follows function. However, the context in which the building takes
place also plays an important role in the choice of form. The qualities of the location.
the time of construction. social conditions, fashion, economic and legal restrictions, etc.,
all individually influence the design. A building put up in a city will be different from
one put up in a village: a building in China will be different from one in Belgium; the
21st century produces architecture ditferent from the architecture of the Middle Ages.
Further, a building must not only perform the functions required by its use: it has
climatologic, cultural and economic functions. All this adds complexity to the
relationship between function and form.
